	Program Requirements

· Schools must be able to provide a full day for the in-classroom program delivery. The program can be run in the students’ classroom, however a separate classroom, other enclosed and quiet space must be provided for the recording portions of the program.

· The teacher is required to do some advance group work with the students to prepare for 411’s visit. This can range from 1-2 hours of work and is suggested to take place the day prior to 411’s visit.

· Post-workshop follow-up materials are provided by 411, completion is only recommended. 

· Your Teacher’s Toolkit and all other program updates will be emailed to you. Please ensure you have provided 411 with a functional email address.

How to Make the Most of Our Visit

· Work on good behaviour with your students

· Show your students you respect and value the artist’s work by being present and engaged in the workshop 

· Use the Teacher’s Toolkit for pre and post in-classroom discussion and class work.

· Designate a staff person to greet the artists upon arrival to the school and to introduce the workshop.

· Designate two to three students to assist with program set-up and management. This is a great interactive learning experience for the students and a real help to the artists.
